Old Business: 
· Equipment Committee - Dishwasher Update

New Business:  

· Volunteering Last Weekend

· The fridge isn’t being stocked.

· Money was in the wrong place, it was not counted right, and someone filled out the form wrong for tickets.

· People just left instead of asking to leave. You have to ask the projectionist to leave, so that he can make sure everything is done and taken care of.

· When Erin projected, he didn’t count the people who left without asking as showing up for the show. So it’s like missing a show, and so you have to do two shows in order to make up for the one.

· Garbage was pushed into piles instead of being cleaned/picked up.

· Laird asks - Should people have known what they were doing?

· Heyse answers - Yes, as they were mainly older members, not the new members who were just accepted within the last couple weeks.
