· Semester Movie Passes

· Shannon Twomey showed The Board the final versions of the Semester Free Movie Pass, Semester Free Popcorn Pass, and One Free Popcorn Pass.

· People doing tickets will have to crosses out the week number when given the ticket so the person does not get more than one free show per week.

· The Semester Free Popcorn passes are similar to the Semester Free Movie passes in that the concessions person will have to cross out the week number when given the pass so the person does not get more than one free bag of popcorn per week.

· One Free Popcorn passes will just be exchanged by concessions for a bag of popcorn.

· West McNair Popcorn

· (West McNair Carnival is in October and will run from 8-11pm on a Saturday) Shannon Twomey talked to Hana Abdul about not being able to rent out the popcorn machine out to non-Fim-Board members. But Hana insisted on wanting hot, fresh popcorn at their carnival instead of garbage-bagged popcorn that would be made a day or two before. The Board could send a volunteer to their carnival to make popcorn or The Board could give her cotton candy instead.

New Business:  

· Tech Lode Proposal Presentation by Steven - Lode Rep. (was conducted at start of meeting)

· Steven says USG loves it when student orgs work together

· Both Film Board and the Tech Lode will benefit from this deal

· The Tech Lode wants a slide for advertising. And they want Film Board to wave the $50/semester fee.

· In return, the Tech Lode will provide some sort of Film Board advertisement in the Lode (such as a feature movie article Film Board is showing, or an article on Film Board’s upcoming movies, or an article on local movies that are going to be shown in area sponsored by Film Board, or movie review(s), etc.)

· The Board likes the Tech Lode’s idea of advertising their upcoming movies.

· Film Board will provide a free slide for the Tech Lode for however long the Tech Lode will advertise for them.

· Steven said that he will send a PDF of size suggestions (newspaper space) for the article so we can pick an appropriate size, or okay the sent size.

· The Tech Lode will start advertising next week for Toy Story 3.

· It is suggested that the Publicity Chair should contact (email) the Tech Lode about what Film Board is going to be showing (including movie length, show times, etc.) after each Film Board meeting so they know what to put in the article/space.

· Motion to have Jason Cook email Film Board’s movie information to the Tech Lode, and in return Film Board gives them a free advertising slide per week depending on the article’s/space’s print size. 

· Motion is tabled until after The Board gets to see the Tech Lode’s suggested print size PDF next week.

· How Important is Facebook…

· Matt Heyse is trying to get Film Board’s Facebook account updated, but is having trouble accessing the account to admin it. There was confusion about whether Matt needed to get a personal Facebook account in order to admin it. But decision was that Matt should now get a personal Facebook account in order to admin Film Board’s Facebook account. Shannon Twomey will go over Facebook things with Matt after the meeting.

· Matt will also update the upcoming movie dates on Film Board’s website.

· Invisibles Slide Contest

· Jim Wallor wants to include an invisibles (headless) movie scene slide with the other advertising slides before the movies as a contest. He’ll have the contest slide shown with the rest of the advertising slides. The first five people to guess the movie and email the answer to Jim will get a free popcorn pass for the next week’s movie.

· The Board discusses that this is a chance to try something new, it will be positive advertisement for Film Board, and it will get people to pay attention to our advertising slides.

· Motion to allow Jim to give away about five bags of popcorn (in the form of a free popcorn pass) for this slide contest.

· More Board discussion about giving the passes away on the spot by the projectionist, or giving the passes away to be used at the next show, etc.

· Motion amended – The One Free Popcorn Movie passes will not be given out until the following week. Matt Heyse will make a new Film Board list for people to send emails to, so that Jim’s inbox will not be flooded with emails. Jim will arrange for the winners to pick up their ticket from him.
